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A temporary anchor device or TAD ig
used in orthodontice to move teeth in a
degired direction without moving adjacent
teeth.

The use of a TAD can agsigt in cloging
gpace and therefore chorten treatment
time.

[t ig a mini titanium screw or plate placed
into the dental bone. [t ig relatively imple
and generally pain free.

Device (TAD)
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We would generally refer for your TADS to
be placed with an oral surgeon at your own
cost.  You would need to make an
appointment for a congultation firet and then
the eurgeong roome would arrange for a
mutually convenient time for thie procedure
to be done.
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Generally normal pain relief may be required
after the procedure. Chlorhexidine mouth ringe
2 - 3 timeg a day for the firet 3 - 5 daye ie
aleo recommended. Cleaning ie just done with
a normal foothbrugh.
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Contact Oral eurgeon if you are experiencing
swelling or pergigtent pain from the TAD, or if the
TAD becomes loge.
